Packing is 
morc secure and faster if only packers a rc 
present durin~ packing days. 

Discard all combustible liquids (such as 
lighter fuel) and ac rosol Clms fr um your 
belongings. 

New fu rniturc should oe delive red a t least 
two weeks beforc packin g to ensure dry 
fini shes. Furniture should not be oi led 
during the last twu wee ks as the oil migh t 
seep during t ransi t: wrapping paper may 
adh ere to and spuil fini shes. 

All turniture keys should be taped to re­
spet: ti vc itcms, preferably to thc insides 
of drawcrs, etc ., and yUII should keep a 
t:mllplete set of dupl icate keys fllr your­
sd f. 

If possible, d isconnect all el ec trical appli­
ances, particul arl}' re frigerators, deep freez­
es, aircondirioncrs and stoves, rhe day 
befure packing. 

Have all your travel d ocuments - passports, 
tickets. L1.X el carant:cs, etc. -- asse mbled 
pri or to packing.
